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Official construction on the Keystone Pipeline began last week 
and the communities of Valley City and Grafton are already ex-
periencing the financial impact.  Wisconsin-based Michels Pipe-
line is constructing the pipeline southbound from Luverne and 
Henkels & McCoy Construction from Pennsylvania will be 
working from the Canadian border to Luverne.  Both communi-
ties are making preparations for the influx of workers by adding 
RV sites and extending store hours.  Restaurants in Grafton have 
indicated they are even making adjustments by adding grits and 
biscuits and gravy to their menus.  Although temporary, the pro-
ject will impact both communities for some time to come as 
every dollar spent comes from outside the community. 
 

The following article from the Edmonton Journal provides details 
of the Keystone Pipeline project:

Published: Thursday, May 29, 2008 
 
Construction of a new $5.2-billion oilsands export pipeline be-
gan Wednesday with its builders predicting the United States will 
stay open to Alberta output despite environmental protests. 
 
"The 'dirty-oil' thing is unfair," Keystone Pipeline chief Robert 
Jones said in an interview after a sod-turning ceremony that 
kicked off construction of the first addition to the North American 
delivery grid in a dozen years. 
 
"This is a valuable piece of infrastructure for the North American 
economy," said TransCanada Corp. vice-president Steve Becker. 
A second, longer leg for the new oilsands freeway could be an-
nounced in as little as a month, he added. 
 
The oilsands are in demand in the United States, said Meg 
Yeage, pipeline division president of ConocoPhillips, the second-
largest American refiner. 
 
TransCanada and ConocoPhillips teamed up to build Keystone 
as the first significant addition to the North American shipping 
network since completion of Express Pipeline in 1996 to export 
an earlier generation of oilsands output. 
 
"We wouldn't be a partner in the pipeline and an investor in the 
oilsands if we didn't have confidence in their future," Yeage said. 
 
ConocoPhillips will use Keystone as a delivery arm for a produc-
tion and processing partnership with EnCana Corp. that pumps 
raw oilsands bitumen out of Alberta for upgrading and refining 
in Illinois and Texas. 
 
Keystone will be "a new artery for our industry," ConocoPhillips 
executive Michael Christensen predicted after making a mara-
thon trek from Houston to the sod-turning in Hardisty, an oil 
pipeline and storage hub about 100 kilometres northeast of Cal-
gary. 
 
Green critics of growing oil links between Alberta and the United 
States need to develop fair comparisons between oilsands and 
other types of production delivered as international energy 
freight, Jones said. 

Area Benefits from $5.2 Billion Pipeline Project 

"There's no doubt there is an environmental footprint associated 
with the oilsands," Jones said. 
Heat processes for extracting the Alberta product have higher 
greenhouse gas emissions than wells that pump out conventional 
liquid oil elsewhere, he acknowledged. 
 
"But there is an environmental footprint associated with all 
forms of oil," he added. 
 
The United States spend up to $1 for every American gallon (3.7 
litres) of oil and refined products that the country imports on 
security operations that guzzle fossil fuels to protect shipping 
lanes, ports and other facilities, he estimated. 
 
Up to 7,500 construction workers will take about 18 months to 
complete the first Keystone stage in 2010 for deliveries of 
600,000 barrels per day to a ConocoPhillips refinery in Illinois 
and an Oklahoma oil trading hub at Cushing with connections to 
the company's Texas plants. 
 
By early this summer, Becker said TransCanada hopes to secure 
oil shipping contracts that will prompt construction of a second, 
longer leg to take 750,000 barrels daily to Texas refineries clus-
tered east of Houston around Port Arthur. 
 
By reaching the coast of the Gulf of Mexico, Alberta production 
will compete directly with state-owned output from Venezuela 
and Mexico on a market for seven million barrels a day that is 
one of the world's biggest oil trading areas, Becker said. 
 
The Keystone project's brisk pace by pipeline industry standards 
for big developments highlighted desire of U.S. importers for a 
secure source of reliable production as well as Alberta growth, 
he indicated. 
 
Keystone took only 39 months to make it into construction fol-
lowing TransCanada's February 2005 initial announcement of 
the idea and invitations for shippers to make it fly by signing 
transportation service contracts.

Nursing Education Comes to Valley City     
 

The North Dakota Board of Nursing recently approved a collaborative nurse education satellite program to be 
delivered in Valley City by Valley City State University and Minot State University – Bottineau through the 
Dakota Nursing Program (DNP). 
 

"North Dakota, particularly in rural areas, is facing a critical shortage of qualified nurses in part because the 
location of education opportunities is a barrier to prospective students who are placebound," said Julie Traynor, 
Director of the DNP. "Through the North Dakota Nurse Program, we are providing quality nurse education 
opportunities in locations throughout the state so prospective nurses can study and find employment in towns 
where they live. Valley City is a great addition to that program." 
 

Under the program, students will use VCSU as their home campus while they complete a nursing certificate program that will be awarded by 
MSU-Bottineau. VCSU provides the coursework for these students to meet their general education requirements, but they will receive their 
classroom instruction in nursing via Interactive Video Network (IVN) from MSU-Bottineau. Clinical practice opportunities for these students 
will be available through healthcare providers located in Valley City including the Sheyenne Care Center and Mercy Hospital. Students 
admitted into the program will be required to complete three semesters of coursework. Upon successful completion of the 11 month program, 
students graduate with a certificate in Practical Nursing and are eligible to apply for their Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN) certificate through the 
National Council Licensure Examination for Practical Nurses. 
 

Craig Christianson, CEO of the Sheyenne Care Center, said, "Having this program in Valley City will be a great help in recruiting nurses, and 
we are looking forward to working with both VCSU and MSU-Bottineau to wrap this up as quickly as possible." 
 

The program is staffed to accommodate up to 8 students fall semester 2008 and is expected to grow from there. 
 

The Dakota Nursing Program is a nursing education consortium made possible through the collaborative efforts of Bismarck State College, 
Lake Region State College, Minot State University - Bottineau, and Williston State College. More than 175 future practical nurses and associate 
degree nurses (two-year registered nurses) are being educated at the four colleges who work together within the Dakota Nursing Program.
